TRAUMA AND THE HUMAN FACTOR
FAMSA would like to take this opportunity to
say to all community members who have
either directly or indirectly been affected by
any form of trauma recently, and in the past,
that we are truly sorry for your trauma
experience and wish you a road to full or
better recovery in every way. FAMSA hopes
that the information below will help in under-
standing the complexities of trauma which is
sometimes, unlike other previous life experi-
ences, out of your ability to control or fix

ourself.

rauma is exposure to life threatening
events, serious injury or sexual violation.
Trauma affects the individual both physically
AND emotionally.
Some examples of Trauma are:
-Natural disasters — floods, earthquakes,
fires
-Accidental, man made disasters — Car
accident, Qil spills, chemical explosions
-Intentional (deliberate) - fire, bombing,
rape and sexual assault, shootir%zg
-Prolonged, repeated trauma — Repeated
sexua/physical/emotional abuse, domestic/
intimate partner violence.
-Neglect
-Community violence
Indirect exposure to frauma as an observer
or helper, eg. SAPS, Lournalists, emergency
medical responders, bystanders
Due to the effects of trauma on the brain’s
physiology, positive resources and a

“safe place” are imperative! During the first
month (can differ from person to person)
after trauma the brain is unable to make
logical sense of the traumatic event. There
is mounting evidence that the body and
brain not only respond to a threat, but will
also change in the face of trauma: in-
creased release of neurochemicals (fight/
flight/freeze responses) lowers the individu-
al’s level of mental and cognitive function-
ing .

Because people cope with stress in different
ways, no formal, blanket intervention should
be applied. Psychological responses to
trauma must be normalized by |istinF com-
mon responses (physical, emotional, behav-
ioural and cognitive). These are normal
responses to an abnormal experience.
These should reduce after a few days/
weeks and in most cases life will return to
normal.

Possible Trauma responses:

lack of sleep / too much sleep

appetite increase or decrease

hyper vigilance/alert — fight or flight re-
sponse

feeling numb

nightmares

muscle tension

concentration problems

mood swings

social withdrawal

memory failure

flashbacks

Guidelines for self-management include:
structure your time — keep occupied -
maintain a routine as before the event
reach out to others — friends are important
ask for support - do not try fo be ‘strong’ -
book at least 1 trauma support session with
FAMSA/private trauma counselling profes-
sional

do not make any big life decisions for a
while

avoid drugs, alcohol and medication to
make things easier

cry if you want to

talk about the experience to good listeners
should you need to

humour — Iau%hter is good medicine
exercise — walking, jogging

prayer or meditation

Journal the event

rest

eat a balanced diet

listen to music

Guidelines for loved ones, colleagues
and friends:
do not undermine the recovery process
encourage 1 trauma support session with
FAMSA/ private trauma counselling profes-
sional
understand the possible responses your
loved one is going through and allow them
to express their feelings rather than “sweep
under the carpet” to fester
If you feel that the situation is not improving
after at least 6 weeks, strongly encourage
the person to seek counselling.
Those who are secondary trauma victims
(SAPS, eye witnesses, rescue personnel,
journalists, Defence Force, etc.gneed to
monitor their own capacity to work in trauma
situations and take steps to protect them-
selves from burnout and developing Post
Traumatic Stress Disorder. Secondary
victims should have access to supervision
support, good rest, healthy diet and exer-
cise and a set of good boundaries to protect
their personal and emotional health.
At FAMSA we present a 2 hour workshop to
assist Trauma personnel (Secondary trau-
mialvictims) to “Switch on and off” appropri-
ately.

We all have this choice — and many people |
observe do not LIVE each day - they simply
pass the day that takes them a step closer
to the end of the years that they pass.
Recriminations, grudges, hurts, lack of
compassion — these do not hurt the ones
that they are aimed at, but the one holding
on fo them. These blot the canvas of each
new day so that no second chances or new
beginnings are possible - is that LIVING, or

just passing time?
| think to count your days to dying and know
that you are leaving a mortal wound on
someone you have differences with may
feel like you have the upper hand. It makes
no sense — it is like drinking poison and
expecting it to hurt the person or people that
K/(I)u have not made peace with.

ost people know of the 12-step
programme that many addicts have found
peace and reconciliation with themselves,
through learing the gift you give to yourself
when you reconcile with those that you have
hurt and been hurt by.
Covid should shine a spotlight on this as |
know of friends with family members who
have been lost to a range of illnesses and
even accidents and suicide where no peace
was made and the opportunity to do so face
-to-face was beyond control. Their regrets
have been hard to witness.
If you truly want to LIVE, forgive yourself —
you are only human, forgive others and
choose to LIVE each day to the full. None of
us have any idea how much time we have
left on the clock, and it is foolhardy to think
otherwise.
