BEACHES

Non compliance a problem

PAWS is concerned to note that many
people are still ignoring the new regula-
tions for dogs on beaches. Dr Mark Brown
and the Nature’s Valley Trust

(NVT) #SharetheShores initiative came up
with a win-win solution aimed at protecting
our wildlife on beaches, maintaining our
blue-flag beaches and accommodating
heach goers and dog walkers.

It is disappointing to note that some people
are still walking dogs leash free on the
sensitive Lookout Beach where NVT have
been trying to protect the breeding grounds
of White-fronted Plovers, African Black
Qyster Catchers and other species. NVT's
analysis of the breeding success rate of the
vulnerable White-fronted Plover has shown
an increase on both Lookout (from 12,7% to
14 3%) and Nature's Valley (from 15,2% to
30,5%), from the previous season. NVT are
grateful to those who are complying with the
new regulations

PAWS supports these regulations as they
are designed to accommodate everyone’s
needs and we appeal to everyone to re-
spect our bye laws to avoid stricter
regulations.

Children’s Fear

As adults, we know that life can

sometimes seem like a maze

filled with danger, anxiety,

disaster and heartache lurking around every

corner. Almost eyer}/ day we are faced with

situations that elicit fear, of varying degree.

Fortunately, as adults we have acquired

tools to understand and regulate these

fears. These tools however are not

developed in adulthood. At 4 months,

babies can already distin?uish between

different emotions; and at age 5, children

become aware that emations, such as fear,

can be regulated.

But how is your child regulating fear?

And how can you help?

You can begin by talking to them about fear.

This is important, as ?rour child will feel

suEpoﬂe and safe. [deally, fear should be

acknowledged, regulated and released.

Talking about fear in this way also gives you

the opportunity to determine how serious or

concerning their fear is - only fears that

Bersist or Interfere with a child’s life should
e considered abnormal.

Terplcal fears according to developmental

stages:

Toddlers: separation, noises, falling,

animals and insects, using the potty,

hathing and bedtime.

Pre-school children: fear of animals and

insects, monsters and ghosts, getting lost,

divorce,

loss of a parent, and bedtime.

Primary school children: separation,

naises, falling, new situations (especially

starting school) and

bedtime in younger children; social

rejection, war, new situations, and burglars

in alder children. -

Adolescents: burglars, new situations

(going to college, etc.), war, divorce, and

sexual relations. _ _

You can support your child by respecting

and Ilstenln? to their feelings and fears.

Allow them to describe and explain the fear,

without judging or disregarding their

experience.

Teach ¥our children how to deal with

fear - start off by acknowledging it.

Regardless of what they are afraid of and

why, to them itis real. Emphasise that it’s

not wrong to be afraid or fearful. Inan

appropriate context, explain to your children

how you as an adult can relate to feeling
unsure, scared or fearful.

Understand the fear — fear is ultimately a
way or need to protect yourself from a

potential risk, and an aftempt to take care of

yourself. Fear tells you that something
doesn't feel or isn't rii;hi.

Try not to be overprotective by allowing your

child to avoid all of the things that they are
afraid of. And try not to overreact - this
might reinforce and worsen the fear.
However, avoid forcin% your child to face
their fears - a hidden threat may still be

resent.

etermine the level or seriousness of the
fear. If your child’s fear is persistent,
influences their functioning, elicits
concerning behaviour such as bedwetting/
soiling, avoidance, panic, recurring
nightmares, to name a few - ask for help.
Be aware of potential risks and sources of
fear in and around your home, school and
social environments. Do as much as you
can to provide your child with a safe and
comfortable space wherever they may be.
They deserve it.

John 16:33 [MKJV]

“I have spoken these things to
you so that you might have
peace in Me. In the world, you shall have
tribulation, but be of good cheer. | have
overcome the world.’

Right through the New Testament,
beginning with Jesus Christ and later re-
Eeated by the writers of the Gospels and the
Epistles to the churches, we hear the wam-
ing of tribulation. No, the Christian life is not
just a “path of roses” where those who
smperelr follow Jesus Christ will always
enjoy a trouble-free existence, as some
televangelists would have you believe.

The word “tribulation” comes from the Greek
'Thiipsis' and can be translated as pressure,
affliction, alz_jgpish, persecution, trouble or
burdens and is usually associated with
Satan's work or that of his followers.
Throughout Jesus’ earthlg minislr¥ He would
often confront people and call on them fo
follow Him and many did as Ion% as things
worked in their favour and they benefite
from that which the Lord did for them, how-
ever, when the circumstances changed and
following Jesus came at a cost and even
involved personal danger and insecurity, we

read: “When Jesus’ followers heard
this, many of them said: ‘This teaching
is hard, who can accept it?”

nd soon thereafter John tells us: “After
Jesus said these things many of His
followers left and stopped following
Him.” [John 6:66 ERVF
Indeed, Jesus warned those that wanted to
follow Him with these words: “And He said
to all: ‘If anyone desires to come after
Me, let him deny himself and take up his
cross daily and follow Me.” [Luke 9:23]
Christ repeated these words a short while
later when He said: “And whoever does
not bear his cross and comes after e,
he cannot be my disciple.” [Luke 14:27]
The cross, especially for those in Jesus’
days, was a symbol of extreme forture and
death, something most of them had proba-
bly witnessed. However, notice that in spite
of all this, Jesus specifically highlights two
things in the text above.
1. He states that even though we are
?uaranieed to encounter tribulation and
roubles in this world, we may still enjoy

eace in Him.

is peace — not as the wo_rld_giv_es -isa
peace that endures deep inside in spite of
and often in the midst of severe trials.
2. Secondly, He states: “...be of good
cheer.” Ef e ERV translates this as “be
brave], because | have overcome the
world.
The world can only do external damage to
our bodies and our possessions, but cannot
touch our spirits [{he_artsthich are
anchored and safe in Christ.
In Acts 14:22 we read of Paul retuming to
Antioch and: “...confirming the souls of
the disciples, calling on them to
continue in the faith and that
through much tribulation we must enter
into the kingdom of God.”
Many believers hold to the doctrine of a pre
-tribulation ra?ture and wrongly use as one
of their proof texts Paul's words in 1
Thess.5:9, where he writes: "For God has
not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain
salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ."
They fail to notice, however, that here Paul
refers to the Day of the Lord [previous
verses] and God's wrath.
This word 'wrath' is the Greek 'orge’ [not
'thlipsis] which speaks of God's anger,
indignation, and wrath.
Finally, Paul makes this bold statement in
his lefter to the Romans: “Who shall sepa-
rate us from the love of Christ? Shall
tribulation, or distress, or persecution,
or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or
sword?
But in all these things we are more than

conquers through Him who loved us.”
[Rom.8:35,37]
